POOL RE-OPENS

As many of you will know extensive work has taken place at the Pool over the
Easter holidays. This has been a joint venture project between the school and
the RCPA. Scaffolding was erected to allow a deep clean of the roof, (which
included the removal of several bushes/plants), and a deep clean of the Pool
surrounds. The red pillars in the Pool will be repainted and four of the old
removable panels will be replaced to allow better ventilation.

Whilst this work was going on the troublesome leak was located and fixed.
This also required some tiles around the edge of the pool area to be replaced.
The pool is now nearly re-filled and should be back in action early next week.

The most urgent requirement that was expressed previously by the swimming
teachers was the availability of toilet facilities closer to the pool. As a result
the RCPA have procured a Portacabin type toilet block, whi ch 1|~
agree is fantastic news not only for the children, but also the local fauna.

The toilet block will be delivered to school in the next few days once concrete
supports have been put in place. A temporary roadway has been constructed to
allow access from White Hart Court for this large delivery. Once a large hole
has been dug and the soak away unit installed the new toilet block will be
officially open, certainly within the next week or so. A huge debt of thanks is
owed to Mark Thompson and Pete Large for all their efforts on this project.

Looking ahead, a new firm of contract cleaners have been appointed to
maintain the new improved standards.
